Tuesday, December 13th: Vancouver Christmas Market 

We plan to attend on Tuesday, December 13th, the SECOND Tuesday of December.  Please note this is different than our usual meeting day.

time will be held at the Jack Poole Plaza, 1055 Canada Place (the site of the Olympic Cauldron)
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Running November 26 – December 30, 2016, the city’s signature yuletide celebration will expand its revelry with more 70 huts in which to savour an abundance of authentic German flavours.
During your visit to the Vancouver Christmas Market you’ll experience a mix of traditional Christmas food and beverage, as well as a selection of authentic wood carvings and toys, knitted goods, nutcrackers, pottery and other unique gifts and ride Vancouver’s only Christmas Carousel.  Word of warning: Keep this in mind when you place your lunch order at the Bellaggio Café beforehand as you don’t want too full a belly as you enter the market.

We may have to be flexible about the market part of the activity if the weather is completely inclement.  Fingers crossed that it is a gorgeous, sunny day so we can enjoy the fabulous view of the snow covered North Shore Mountains.

Tuesday, January 17th: Vancouver Police Museum
And now for something completely out of the ordina ry for a GVMWA activity…. we have booked a 1hr tour of the Vancouver Police Museum.  This tour will provide a unique opportunity to learn about the history of Vancouver with stories of Vancouver’s early days, and explanations of the tools used by Police and criminals as well as the organization of the Vancouver Police Department.  Following the tour, we will take part in a 1-hr Kidnapping Investigation (designed for everyone 14 years and older) -----  No one has seen the City Lab technician, she’s gone missing! It is up to the GVMWA to rescue her; a trail of clues sets the scene to solve this crime. Forensic sciences explored in this program include: analyzing handwriting, DNA, blood splatters, and examining material and impression evidence.
