By Skytrain:  

· Using the Expo Line, get off at Stadium-Chinatown Station and take the exit using the upwards stairs to Beatty Street and Dunsmuir.   Exit on Beatty, walk 2 blocks south to Terry Fox Plaza.
· Along the Canada Line, disembark the Vancouver City Centre Station at Granville and Georgia. Exit on Granville, walk 1 block south, and 7 blocks east on Robson to Terry Fox Plaza.


By Car: There are three nearby parking lots to the Stadium.  Please consider carpooling.

· At 858 Beatty Street is an Impark Parking lot at the Pivotal Building rates are $5.00 per hour or $12.00 daily

· At 651 Expo Boulevard is an Impark parking lot (Lot #313) beside the BC Place Stadium rates $3.00 per hour, 

· At 701 Expo Boulevard is an Advanced Parking lot (Lot #9161) rate $2.50 per hour
